ñIf you are the body and members of Christ, then it is your sacrament that 

is placed on the table of the Lord; it is your sacrament that you receive.

Liturgical Adjustment 

Communicants should make a simple head bow (a nod of the 

head) to the Sacrament as it is presented to them by the 

minister of Holy Communion, not while the person in front 

of them is receiving. 

Why? 

We bow as a sign of reverence to the Precious Body or 

Precious Blood. When we bow while the person in front of 

us is receiving (as is current practice), it may feel more like a 

bow of efficiency (to keep the line moving) rather than a 

prayerful gesture of reverence to Christ. 

What is the background of this prayer posture? It begins 

with an understanding of the Communion Procession. This 

Procession is not a mundane ñwaiting in line,ò but it is 

profoundly religious. We are the Body of Christ, moving 

forward to receive the Christ who makes us one with himself 

and with one another. This ritual action tells us how we 

should participate in this procession; our procession should 

move with dignity; our manner should be that of those who 

know they have been redeemed by Christ and are coming to 

receive their God! 

Each country's Conference of Bishops determines the 

posture to be used for the reception of Communion and the 

act of reverence to be made by each person as he or she 

receives Communion. The USCCB (United States 

Conference of Catholic Bishops) has determined that 

Communion should be received standing, and that a bow is 

the act of reverence made by those receiving. Although 

individual communicants may desire to receive Holy 

Eucharist differently, the governing factor should be the 

importance of unity in posture as a symbol of our unity as 

members of the one body of Christ.
